2.   : Demons are angels who fell.
3.   : The highest angel who fell is Satan.
4.   : Protection from Satan is available to Christians.  

The Four Major Subjects of the Doctrine of Man:
1.    : Man was created by God in his image.      

Genesis 1.27: So God created man in his own image, in the image of God he created 
him; male and female he created them.

2.    : Man has a physical as well as a spiritual dimension.   
1 Thessalonians 5.23: Now may the God of peace himself sanctify you completely, and 
may your whole spirit and soul and body be kept blameless at the coming of our Lord 
Jesus Christ.  

3.     : Man has capacities that go beyond those of any animal 
and mark him as the pinnacle of God’s creation.      
Genesis 1.26: Then God said, “Let us make man in our image, after our likeness. And let 
them have dominion over the fish of the sea and over the birds of the heavens and over 
the livestock and over all the earth and over every creeping thing that creeps on the 
earth.”  

4.     : Man will live forever in heaven or hell.         
Hebrews 9.27: It is appointed for man to die once, and after that comes judgment.
